Yamaha Raptor 700 Fuel Injector Installation Instructions
Important facts about your New Fuel Injector

1.  The new fuel injector cone is not as long as the stock injector. It is like this as it will not protrude into the throttle body. This actually increases air flow through the stock throttle body by reducing the restriction.

2.  Upon initial startup after installing your new fuel injector the engine will run extremely rich. This is because your new injector is flowing much more fuel. The amount of fuel supplied to the engine needs to be reduced through the use of a fuel controller (i.e. Power Commander) We HIGHLY recommend dyno tuning your bike to optimize power and performance with your new fuel injector.

3.  If you wish to run exotic fuels such as alcohol, nitro methane, or oxygenated fuels the injector will need to be modified. Call us and we will tell you what and how to modify the injector to run these fuels safely.

Instructions
1. Remove front plastics, fuel tank, and plastic guards covering engine and battery. .

2. Unclip stock injector from wire harness, and remove the fuel line from the fuel rail. 
3. Remove the two screws that hold the fuel rail in place. (These screws are the two that are behind the injector on the top side of the throttle body.)
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Lift the fuel rail off. It will slide off the top of the injector, and the fuel injector will pull out of the throttle body. There is a vacuum line connected to the black sensor on the fuel rail. Make sure to not yank it off and break the plastic sensor. The fuel injector fits snug into the fuel rail, so it will take a little pressure to remove.

5. After you have the stock fuel injector removed, take the rubber washer off of the injector cone. (Circled in Pictured to the right). Be careful as sometimes it will remain in the throttle body, instead of remaining on the injector.
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6. Install the rubber washer (the one removed in step #5) onto the new fuel injector as seen in picture to the right.
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7. Due to the new style of connectors on the fuel injector the fuel rail needs to be slightly modified. There are two points that stick out where the injector fits into the fuel rail. These two tabs need to be bent upwards, as seen in picture.

8. Place the spacers that came with the new injector between the fuel rail and the top of the throttle body. 

9. Use the new bolts supplied with this kit and tighten the fuel rail back into place. (Be careful to not over tighten) Torque to 7.2 ft/lbs.
10. Plug one end of the new wire harness (supplied with this kit) into the new fuel injector, and plug the other end into the stock wire harness (or into where an aftermarket fuel controller line connects to the injector).

11. You are now finished. Re-install the fuel tank, plastic guards, and front fenders.
